        arly on, Diane shared
        with me plans for an 
        exhibition hall that would
        be separate from the main 
museum. Housed in what used 
to be the Presidio’s gymnasium,
this space would allow for
in-depth explorations of
specific subjects related to 
Walt and the artists he led. 
Shortly after the Museum 
opened in 2009, I suggested 
to Diane that we could stage 
a comprehensive examination 
of the influence of railroading 
upon her dad’s personal and 
professional life. The focus for 
the museum’s first few years 
was on the main building itself. 
I’d suggest the “train show” 
from time to time and every-
one agreed that it would make 
for a fun exhibition. You can 
imagine my excitement when 
Michael Labrie, the Director 
of Collections and Exhibitions, 
asked me earlier this year if
I would serve as the guest 
curator of this train show.

Faced with such an honor, I 
decided to give up. The primary
role of a curator is to write the 
story of the exhibition; how 
could I possibly hope to tell an 

adequate story in a museum 
dedicated to the greatest
storyteller of the 20th Century?
So, I decided to let Walt do 
what he did best: take us on a 
journey with him. Fortunately, 
Walt unintentionally gave
me the blueprint for the
exhibition with an article he 
wrote for the November 1965 
edition of Railroad Magazine. 
Entitled, “I have always loved 
trains”, Walt recounts how he 
was influenced at an early age 
by the thrill of railroading and 
how trains manifested them-
selves at work and at home 
throughout his life.

My idea was to allow our guests 
to physically walk through 
Walt’s narrative by presenting 
the essential stories, artifacts, 
artwork and moving images 
that related to his article.
The first floor chronologically
follows the impact of trains 
in Walt’s life, starting with 
Marceline, continuing out to 
Hollywood, Holmby Hills and, 
eventually, Disneyland. Of 
course, Walt’s legacy continues 
well beyond the story he wrote, 
so I utilized the entire second 
floor of the exhibition hall to

explore how railroading
was carried forward by his 
artists and continues to be a 
relevant force in Disney theme 
parks, films and videos today. 
Naturally, running model trains 
throughout the show add the 
kinetic energy that makes 
trains so exciting.

It is important to note the
tremendous resource that 
Society Chairman Michael 
Broggie’s book, Walt Disney’s 
Railroad Story, provided to this 
exhibition. The show would not 
have been possible without it.
If you don’t already own the 
book that Disney Legend and 
Society Governor Tony
Baxter calls, “the best book 
written about the creation of 
Disneyland”, then I suggest
that you acquire it right away. 
It makes a great holiday
present (and, no, I don’t get
a commission on it :-) )

I had created a similar
exhibition at the California 
State Railroad Museum in 
2002 and had the honor of 
helping Walt Disney Imagineering
stage a show about Disney
trains at Disneyland in 2011.

While both shows were great
in their own way, we were
severely restricted by the 
space available to us. With
the entire Diane Disney Miller 
Exhibition Hall available, we 
finally had adequate room to 
truly explore Walt’s story in 
depth.

I wanted to present as many 
relevant, original artifacts
and artwork as possible and
I imagined that borrowing 
these priceless items might
be a daunting task. I was
completely wrong. Not only
did I encounter no resistance 
to my requests, many of the 
people I approached offered 
additional ways they could 
help. For example, I wanted to 
present the Kalamazoo hand 
car that Walt owned (and
which is normally displayed
at Disneyland’s Main Street 
Station). Not only did our
contacts at Disneyland agree, 
they offered us an entire
locomotive!
